6. Insert 2 colored slides (one for Title slide, one for Copyright slide) Click on IMPORT PICTURE, then: 
Right click on Windows Explorer along bottom of screen

3. NARRATE YOUR PICTURES AND CUSTOMIZE MOTION
Using a microphone you can add voice to each of your images. Speak LOUDLY> Select the image you want to talk about, press the red button to record, press the square button to STOP.  


YOU WILL GET AN ERROR MESSAGE WHEN YOU PRESS THE RECORD BUTTON. AS YOU CLICK “NO” THE RECORDING WILL START.

will play on  Windows Media.

19. Click on BROWSE.  Follow the same route to the TCSD-nas-01and TARANA/BRUMSTED SHARED folders, then select your class folder.

20. Under “file name”, write your LAST NAME and leave the .wmv. 

21. Click on Next.  The program will “build your story”.  

22. Click on FINISH.  Select VIEW YOUR STORY or EXIT.

23. Check your class’ shared folder to make sure your story is there in .WMV 
 format.  (Save a back-up copy in your Z drive or on a jump-drive).
